He went on to work
with Grammy-winning engineer Tony Maserati (Beyoncé, Lady Gaga, Robin
Thicke), contributing to acclaimed albums including Beyoncé’s Lemonade
and Gallant’s Ology.

As the founder of We Want More (record label), Global Sound Studio LA
and Amagintsa eVybe (multi-media brand), Apiwe bridges continents—
collaborating with artists such as Chief Keef, Bridgit Mendler, and 808
Mafia, while promoting South African music culture in the US. His

performances span venues in Los Angeles and New York, as well as

international stages in Ethiopia, Mozambique, Norway, Spain, and beyond.

With Reflections of a Sound Mind, Apiwe affirms his place as a
courageous innovator—an artist committed to pushing boundaries
while staying rooted in the spirit of his homeland.
